[image: ]What will you do?
· complete an introduction to Citizens Advice and training for your role
· Respond to enquiries from clients coming to CACE about energy problems
· Research appropriate information about the clients’ problems and help them to understand their options in resolving their issue
· write a summary of the clients’ problems and what action you’ve taken

Some examples of what you could do: 
· tariff switching where possible/appropriate
· advising on disputed energy bills - liaising between client and energy company
· dealing with energy debt
· advising on grants for energy saving home improvements
· help a client find and understand what steps they can take to deal with energy arrears/ payment of bills
· advising on energy saving ideas
· advising clients on their eligibility for being placed on the Priority Services register and helping them to apply where necessary
· advising clients on eligibility for support to pay their bills e.g Warm Home Discount or Fuel vouchers when available.

You don’t need specific qualifications or skills but you’ll need to:

· be friendly and approachable
· be non-judgmental and respect views, values and cultures that are different to your own
· have good listening skills
· have excellent verbal and written communication skills and good spelling or willingness to use spell checker
· have good  IT skills in order to research information on the internet 
· be able to understand information and explain it to others
· be willing to learn about and follow the Citizens Advice aims, principles and policies, including confidentiality and data protection
· be willing to undertake training in your role
